RETROFIT INSTALLATION

Step 1: Make sure the POWER is TURNED OFF where you are installing the products.
Step 2: Choose the preferred CCT and WATTAGE via the switches on the back of the luminaire (FIG. 1).

Step 3: If the existing luminaire and trim are present, remove it from the ceiling or move it out of the way as
it will not be needed during installation. Measure the ceiling opening to make sure the edge of the luminaire
will cover the entire hole and sit firmly in the ceiling before proceeding (FIG. 2).

Step 4: Attach the carabiner safety clip to the existing fixture housing (FIG. 3).

Step 5: Insert luminaire conduit into the J-Box and wire to power source (black to hot, white to neutral, violet
to 0-10V dimming positive, gray to 0-10V dimming negative) (FIG. 4). Reattach J-Box cover when done.
